Severe Injury Reporting Progr

As of January 1, 2015:

A All employers are required to notify OSHA
when an employee ikilled on the job or
suffers a workrelatedhospitalization,
amputation, or loss of an eye

A A fatality must be reporteavithin 8 hours
A An Inpatient hospitalization, amputation,

or eye loss must be reporteaithin 24
hours.

A In 2013over 6,000 workers were injured
in a fall at work in Massachusetts.

A Approximatelyl,030 of these falls were
a lower level and resulted in half of the
workers missing 16 days of work or mo

A Falls to a lower level resulted in over
12000 fractures in 2012
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
